Diane O’Brien-Berge, being first duly sworn on oath states, or affirms, as follows:

1. T am the president of the Kasson Alliance for Restoration, Inc. (KARE), and am
making this Affidavitin supportof plaintiff’s motion for a temporary injunction. KARE
is a nonprofit citizen organization, whose mission is to preserve historic buildings,
structures, and properties that serve as landmarks of the community’s heritage, along with
being a source of education on the value of historic preservation.

2. During the past several months, other members of KARE and I have met with

architects and engineers evaluating the physical condition and potential for rehabilitation

and reuse of Kasson Public School. These include Jeffrey Allman, P.E., principal of
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Allman & Associates, Rochester; Brent Graunke, the project manager of the Construction
Collaborative of Rochester; and architect Kim Ports of Grand Meadow.

3. These professionals told us that the building is in excellent condition for its age,
and that it is structurally sound.

4. The professionals also agreed that the school property is a very good candidate
for rehabilition and reuse. Among the possibilities they identified were housing, retail,
education, governmental offices, and even industrial purposes. They also indicated that
the prospects for reuse and rehabilitation are particularly strong because of Kasson’s
proximity to Rochester and its strong and growing economic base.

5. KARE is a citizens’ organization of modest means and limited resources. It
could not possibly pay the premium that would be required for a substantial bond, or
provide the significant collateral that would be necessary in order to obtain such a bond.
